HOW TO MAKE YOUR STICKY NOTES BOOKMARK

1. Use your scissors to cut along the outer edges of your bookmark.  

2. Fold the whole bookmark in half vertically so that the printed part is on the inside. In other words, the open edges will be on the right, and you won’t be able to see the print.  When you open your bookmark back up, it will now have an “invisible” fold line down the middle. 

3. Once you’ve opened your bookmark back up, the next step is to make folds on the printed vertical lines that form the columns.  But this time, fold the printed parts to the outside so that one column is overlapping the other.  At this point, your bookmark should be the shape of a candy bar.  

4. Now open the bookmark back up, and fold it down the middle “invisible” vertical line again.  But this time, fold it the opposite way that you did before so that the printed part is on the outside.  In other words, the open edges will be on the left, and you can still see all the print.  

5. Tape the outer open edges together only on the left side.  Do not tape the top and bottom edges!  These will remain open for a reason. 

6. Now press the inside printed folds of the bookmark back into the middle so that it looks sort of like a hot dog bun.  

7. You’re finished!  On one side of the “bun,” you should be able to see “Your Official Sticky Notes Bookmark” and your reading schedule.  On the other side of the “bun,” you can see your “Sticky Notes Reminders.”  But if you open up the bookmark to look inside the “bun,” you can still read the “What’s Up with the Sticky Notes” part in the middle where the “hot dog” would be.

	Since you chose this book, the hard part probably won’t be reading it; the hard part will be stopping. But…

You’ve agreed to talk about it, so that’s where the sticky-notes come in. They’ll remind you to mark the parts you’d like to talk to your group about without slowing down your reading too much. 

So here’s how to use them:

1. When you come to a part that you’d like to talk to your group about, peel off a sticky note to mark the page.

2. Use the reminders in the next column(
to help you decide      why you chose this part in the first place.

3. Then, jot down the page number and a short “note to self” directly on the sticky note so you’ll remember the question/comment/
concern that prompted you to mark the passage in the first place.
On discussion days, you can quickly review these sticky notes to decide which topics are the most important ones for your group to focus on as you talk about the book. 
	*What are the defining moments in this section of the text?  What do the characters want?  What do they get? 

* How do I feel about these characters?  Close, distant, or somewhere in between?  Why do I feel this way?

* What are the most challenging or controversial conflicts, issues, or ideas in this section of the book?  Where do they come from? How are these conflicts and issues developed, perpetuated, or resolved?

*How do the characters react to these conflicts, issues, or ideas?  What clues do these reactions give me to their personalities, motives, and expectations? 

* Why do these issues and ideas matter now—to you and in the world?

* What are my reactions to this section of the text?  Do I feel detached?  Connected?  Skeptical?  Trusting?  Something else?  Why do I feel this way?

* How is my understanding of this text and the issues and ideas it raises shaped by my personal experiences and background (e.g., social class, gender, ethnicity, etc.)?  By my other group members’ reactions and expectations?
