	Since you chose this book, the hard part probably won’t be reading it.  The hard part will be stopping!  But…

You’ve agreed to talk about it!  So you need to stop every so often and think about the parts that will help you remember what you think is important.  And…

That’s where the sticky-notes come in.  They’ll remind you to mark the parts you’d like to talk about with the rest of your group without slowing down your reading too much. 

So here’s how to use them:

1. When you come to a part that you’d like to talk more about more with your group, peel off a sticky note to mark the page.

2. Use the reminders in the next column(
to help you decide what this part of the book “made ya” do.

3. Then, write down a short reminder for yourself directly on the sticky note.

When you meet with your group, you’ll use your sticky notes to help you decide what to talk about.  That’s all there is to it! 
	When writers decide to publish their work, they want to have an impact on their readers. As you read, think about what that part of the book is making you do as a reader. Then, write that word on your sticky note so that you can come back to it later in your Dailies or in your group discussion or both. Here are some prompts to help:

This part of the book

made ya…

THINK (about something you hadn’t thought about before)

BLINK (because you saw the world through the eyes of someone who is different than you)

WONDER (why an event happened or a character felt a certain way)

FEEL UNDERSTOOD (because you could relate to a character or event)

LAUGH (because something was really funny ()

CRY (because something was really sad)

CONFUSED (because you just didn’t understand what or why or how something could happen the way it did)

NERVOUS (because it challenged your way of thinking about something)
