PLC RESOURCE OVERVIEW PRESENTATION AND DISCUSSION 
Assignment and Rationale: Your PLC has spent a good bit of time investigating a topic that is central to the field of teaching English/Speech Communication. Now, just as professionally responsible teachers do, it’s time to share what you’ve learned with your colleagues. You will have NO MORE THAN 30 MINUTES TOTAL to provide an overview of what you learned about your topic from your resources and to lead a discussion of one resource you’ve assigned to the class. Here are your tasks.
1. Present a 5-minute overview of the resources you read that will enlighten the class about what you’ve learned about your topic and describe its relevance for teaching English/Speech Communication. In other words, by the end of your overview we should be able to answer the question: Why should this topic matter to my teaching? 
2. Prior to your discussion, assign one of the resources your PLC found to be particularly helpful in exploring your topic and the response method you would like them to use. Ideally, this method will help prepare the class to engage in discussion on the day your PLC presents (e.g., Talking Points, tweets, real questions, punctuation prompts, the booknotes method you used, or something else that’s wonderful). Knowing that the class is also working on units right now, I encourage you to choose a meaningful, but manageable, response method.  
On the day of your discussion, use an engaging method of helping us explore the text you’ve assigned. This shouldn’t be a lecture; rather it should help us explore the topic in more detail so that we can grow in our understanding. Smagorinsky would say it should be open-ended, authentic, and democratic. (See pp. 115-116 of Teaching English by Design for a more detailed explanation of what he means by these terms.)
After your discussion, provide written comments on your classmates’ responses in a “readerly” fashion. In other words, you shouldn’t deduct points for spelling, conventional errors, etc., but just pose additional questions, make comments, etc., in respond to their ideas.
3. Complete group and individual participation statements to indicate your contribution to the above tasks. (These will be on the weebly site.) Please note that everyone should be involved in planning the overview. Each group member should also have 1) a speaking role in the overview OR 2) a facilitation role in the discussion, OR 3) should be in charge of commenting in writing on the responses the class submits. Your participation statements will describe how you divided the labor equitably in your PLC.
