· Uses an engaging method to help us explore the key concepts, questions, and issues in the resource you’ve assigned. This shouldn’t be a lecture; rather it should help us explore the topic in more detail so that we can grow in our understanding. Smagorinsky would say it should be open-ended, authentic, and democratic.

· Rather than just “winging it,” your group prepares an organized and informal overview of the resources you read 
· Assigns one of the resources your group found to be particularly helpful in exploring your topic and a response method the class can use to prepare for your discussion
· Plans for an open-ended but purposeful discussion (i.e., uses a method to prompt a range of verbal responses rather than “winging it” by simply asking students what they thought about the article)

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· Conveys an engaging, well-prepared overview of the resources you read and conducts a substantive discussion that encourages participation
